4 CAW from WHR was rewarded by CAW Network in Kapilvastu for doing exemplary works for CAW and Single
Women in their society and community.

° Government organizations and other civil organisations have been very supportive throughout the project tenure in
terms of providing essential papers, providing training for CAW, inviting DFPs and PCs to attend various trainings, etc.
Only in some cases there was a difficulty which has been mentioned above.

° In Bara, WHR was rewarded by and Local Peace Committee (LPC) Women and Children Office (WCO) for promoting
peace and working selflessly for CAW.

° In Bara, Single women aged 73 and 89 were deprived from benefits of Government because they didn’t had
citizenship card. But with the help of WHR Bara, those women were able to possess their citizenship card.

° In Bara, again WHR was rewarded for the contribution and efforts made in the sector of Single Women by network
of transitional justice and human rights organization. Also, Agriculture Development Bank has initiated to provide
training program on vegetable farming, composting, etc for our CAW.

° In 5 VDCs of each project district, groups of single women and conflict affected women exist now. These groups start
to actively mobilize single women by addressing various social issues. Also, CAW got organized and advocate for their
rights.

° In Kailali, the District Focal Person and Peace Cadres helped 2 war orphans, who stayed with their violent and

enslaving grandparents. After meetings with the grandparents, neighbors and community stakeholders, the children
have a much better life and can go to school. The team also supported a married CAW who was majorly suppressed
by her in-laws. Now she experiences more respect in the family.
